PMP	 is	a	coordination	programme	for	our	new	entrant	children	that	 links	physical	movement	to	 the	

brain.	 	 This	 programme	 helps	 develop	 their	 motor	 skills	 through	 a	 series	 of	 sequential	 movement	

activities	using	specialised	equipment.

	

• Initially	your	child’s	reading	will	consist	of	saying	the	alphabet,	learning	the	alphabet	names	and	

sounds	and	reading	simple	books.	

• Reading	books	are	not	 necessarily	brought	home	every	night.	Reading	may	 sometimes	be	a	

poem,	a	story	written	by	your	child,	a	worksheet,	or	a	library	book	for	you	to	read	and	share	

with	your	child.	Please	remember	that	reading	to	your	child	is	very	important!	Don’t	ever	stop!	

• Eventually	your	child	will	progress	towards	1	and	2	lines	of	text	per	page	in	their	readers.	

• 	A	book	may	come	home	more	than	once	to	establish	fluency,	or	reinforce	a	necessary	skill.	

• At	this	early	stage,	discussion	about	the	pictures	and	making	connections	are	important.	

“Talk	is	key”.	

	

Make	sure	that	the	time	spent	reading	is	enjoyable	

and	relaxing	and	contains	lots	of	praise	and	positive
